Elevator. This part of the city contains the old government buildings, the residential
districts, museums, churches and much of the newer architecture. Evening, Pelourinho
by night with Dinner - The restoration of the historical Pelourinho district has resulted in a
new lease of nightlife to this, the largest complex of colonial architecture in the
America's.
